


The exhibition features portraits of American and Ukrainian military
service men taken in 2010 and 2017 respectively. The series stems from
Solbergs fascination with the old Polaroid films that start to vanish soon after
the photograph was taken, and his encounters with U.S. Army veterans on the
streets of New York on the Veterans Day, November 11, 2010.

Seven years after the New York session, Paul Solberg found the same
anguish and precarity in conflict-stricken Ukraine. The photographer’s
response was, naturally, to invite Ukrainian veterans to a photo shoot and
listen to their stories.
